Transport

Guangzhou: The School bus routes will service most areas in Guangzhou. However,
we cannot guarantee ‘door to door’ transport. If provided, transport from areas such as
Panyu, Foshan or Dongguan will attract an additional transport fee.

Zeng Cheng: The school bus routes include pick up points in Zeng Cheng, Dongguan
and the railway station for students travelling from Hong Kong, Shenzen or
Guangzhou. Transport is arranged for 5-day boarding only, i.e. Monday morning and
Friday afternoon.

Boarding at Utahloy International School Zeng Cheng

This includes: shared accommodation for 2-4 students per room; full board with meals
and snacks; bed linen; laundry service; and all activities. The cost does not include
medical care, other than minor medical care provided by 24 hour on-site nurses.
Students should bring a small amount of pocket money for the kiosk. All money held
by students should be handed to the staff for safe keeping. It will be available on
request. It is strongly recommended that students do not bring valuable items.

Payment

If a place is available we will request full payment to secure the booking. This must
be paid within 7 days of making the application or the place will automatically
become available to other students. If a student fails to attend or is withdrawn 10 days
or less before the course begins or if a student is withdrawn during a course there will
be no refund of fees except for valid insurance claims. The registration deadline and
payment for summer camps is Friday June 5™ 2009.
