Since your arrival the library has been undergoing some
changes. They may not be that apparent but they are
happening. The last database, Grolier on Line was added at
the beginning of September. We are just waiting for Grolier
to give us the go ahead on passwords and usernames. We
now have six databases, one of which is a Bibliographic tool.

The last of the primary furniture has arrived and if you look
up at the ceiling you will also see something different.

Library classes have begun for the primary years with an
introduction to the library and the essential agreements
regarding the library. Look for them soon on the news board
near the circulation desk.

We have finished lexiling books that had lexiles in the primary
area including labels for the primary picture books that have
an E and the three letters of the author's name on the spine
label. The chapter books have FIC on the label including the
three letters of the author's last name. The information is now
being changed in the library software program to reflect those
changes.

New French books for the Primary Years program have been
catalogued and are awaiting labels and stamping before being
put on the shelf. Books in other languages will be placed in
their Dewey Classification along side other languages
including English. You will find a sticker on the top part of
the spine letting you know the language. Students will look
for the subject WATER in its Dewey Classification instead of
its language classification.

Secondary students can find works cited forms to use with
their rough drafts before their final paper. This is a good way
to know that
your work is not
plagiarized.
