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Languages in the Secondary School

In the Middle school, students continue to study three languages from grades 7-10.
Students in grades 8-10 must continue the languages they studied last year, in
accordance with MYP regulations.

Language 1 for all students is English, which is taught in groups divided according to
students’ levels. These groups are revised at least twice a year in order to ensure that
students are in the correct group and that they have a chance to progress.

Language 2 is can be Chinese, Korean, Japanese, French or German as Mother
Tongue languages. For the first time this year, we are able to offer Humanities classes
in French to our Mother Tongue French students. Those students who do not have one
of these languages as a Mother Tongue study Chinese as a foreign language during
this time.

For their third language, Language 3, students study one of the following as a foreign
longuage: Japanese, French, Spanish or Chinese. Students in year 7 are attending
faster sessions in each of these languages, before making their choice
by Wednesday 26th August. There is the possibility of offering German as a foreign
language to grade 7, subject to demand.

In the Diploma Programme, we continue to offer a wide range of language courses,
from A1l literature courses for Mother Tongue level students, to ‘ab initio’ courses in
Chinese or Spanish for students new to those languages.

This is an exciting year for languages in the school: as well as running events set up
last year, such as Speech Festival and Writing Festival, the language teachers will also
be coordinating a number of Cultural Weeks, which will celebrate the diverse
nationalities of Utahloy.

Communication

The homeroom teacher is the first point of contact for parents if there is an issue to be
raised concerning a student. This can be done initially through a note in the student
diary, which has been given to every student, or a telephone call through the school
office.
